We used installation photos from a Black 
Van using our HushMat Silver sound 
deadening & thermal insulation material 
for this roof installation 

Layout HushMat 24”x48” 
(#10981) sheets on Floor Pan 
prior to removing the brown 
release paper.  The floor pan is 
typically the last area installed.  
Start at the back of the driver seat 
and driver side wall of floor pan 
working from side to side and 
then front to rear.   Use 12”x23” 
sheets (#10581) to fill in where 
necessary.

Here is an acoustic test demonstrating the impact of sound deadening and thermal transfer through metal on a stock door: 

Stock sheet metal door with No sound deadening   Same sheet metal door treated with HushMat 

         “Red” infrared scan illustrates vibration                   Infrared “Green” vibration eliminated with HushMat
